Aravindh, Krithika Claim Junior Titles

The 41 National Junior and 26" National Junior
Girls Championships are held at Indoor Sports
Hall, Fatorda, Margaon, Goa from 5" September
to 14" September, 2011.

The Inauguration function was held at the Indoor
Sports Hall, Margaon, Goa on 6" September,
2011 at 10:00 A. M. The programme was
inaugurated by V.M. Prabhudesai, Executive
Director, Sports Authority GOA. The number of
participants in boys section was 137 including 92
Fide rated players including 6 IM’s, 1 WGM and
1 FM. The number of participants in girls section
was 97 including 69 Fide rated players including 1
WIM and 7 WFM. There were 11 rounds of
play in both sections. The top 15 boys boards &
Top 10 Girls boards, total 25 games were shown
live on internet.

A new record was made at Goa when Aravindh
Chithambaram of Tamil Nadu, the country’s
highest Under-12 rated player became the
youngest to win the National Junior Championship
that concluded at Goa on Sep 14. In the girls
section, 1992-born Pon N. Krithikha of Chennai
won the title by a one-point margin scoring 9.5

points. Tamil Nadu players’ dominance was never
in doubt.

Aravindh lost to Nitin, drew Nishant Malhotra,
Diptayan Ghosh and beat the rest of the eight
players. His victims include Shyam Nikil, the
second seed. He did not face top seed Stany.

Aravindh who hails from south Tamil Nadu is
gaining over 32 Elo points and would represent
India in the next World Junior in 2012 and also
Asian Junior in 2012. His mother is a chess
arbiter.This edition did not giv e respect to higher
seeds. Aravindh was the 18th seed and Krithikha
is seed ten in her section.Goa State Chess
Association organised the event smoothly at
Sports Hall, Fatorda Stadium, Margoa from
Sep 6-14.

Woman Fide Master Ivana Furtado made history
by winning bronze medal and qualifying for Asian
and World Junior Chess Championships as she
emerged the sole Goan to win a medal at this
Championship. lvana, who is from St Inez,
Panaji, also becomes the youngest Goan to
qualify for the Asian and World Junior Chess
championship as she pushed the famed Bhakti
Kulkarni to fourth place in the final standings.In
her commendable bronze-medal winning feat,
Ivana remained undefeated in the entire
tournament and to her credit managed to hold
WFM Pon NKruthika, WFM Rucha Pujari and WIM
Bhakti Kulkarni, playing exceptionally well for drawn
encounters. In the final tally, she scored eight
points after 11 rounds.WIM Bhakti Kulkarni
finished 4th. The top seed in girls section and
former two time National Champion and Asian
Junior Champion had to settle for 4th place as
she scored 8 points.

The 4th Mumbai “Mayor’'s Cup” International
Open Chess burnament took place from 15th
to 24th September in Mumbai, India. 11 rounds
of the Swiss tournament system was played and
the total prize fund amounted to 31.000 USD.
All  participants were provided free
accommodation at Andheri Sports Complex on
request.The tournament was organised by Venus
Chess Academy and Bombay Chess Association,
sponsored by Mumbai Municipal Corporation and
co-sponsored by LIC of India.

The top rated players who took part were:

Maxim Turov 2643 (winner of the 2010 Chennai
Open), Aleksej Aleksandrov 2618 (winner of the
2011 Orissa Open), Martyn Kravtsiv 2583 (winner
of the 2011 Chennai Open), Andrei Deviatkin
2580 (winner of the 2011 Doeberl Cup), Deep
Sengupta 2572 (winner of the 2009 Doeberl
Cup), Nikolai Chadaev 2564, Tigran Kotanjian
2546 (twice winner of the Karen Asrian Memorial),
Bartlomiej Heberla 2539, Sethuraman 2529,
Abhijit Kunte 2528, Ziaur Rahman 2528,
Dzhumaev Marat 2492, Enamul Hossain 2481,
S Kidambi 2474, Deepan Chakravarthy 2470,
Neelotpal Das 2458, and RR Laxman 2451.

The top seed GM Aleksandrov Aleksej (ELO
2657) of Belarus emerged Champion. Inthe 11th
round the top seed having white pieces and a
lead of 1 point over GM Kravtsiv Martyn quickly
agreed for a draw with GM Deep Sengupta (ELO
2572) in just 8 moves. This is the first time that
the Mayor cup got a clear winner without any
one following him.On the 2nd board the 2nd seed
and the runner up GM Kravtsiv Martyn had to
face a queens Gambit from Bangladesh GM Ziaur
Rehman (ELO2528). The game was equally
poised with both the players fighting for the
control over the open c file. In the endgame
Martyn outplayed Ziaur and won the game in 28
moves.This tournament saw norm of six players
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where IM P Shyam Nikhil made his maiden GM
norm and WIM Bhagyashri Thipsay made her
maiden WGM norm among them.

At the end of 9th round of 4th Mayor’'s Cup

International Chess Tournament 2011 organised
by Venus Chess Acadeny co-sponsored by LIC
and hosted by Goregaon Sports Club,
Aleksandrov Aleksej (ELO 2618) of Belarus is
marching towards the maiden title of the

Champion with 9 points way ahead of others

with a whole 1 point lead.

The game between him and IM M S Thejkumar
(ELO 2450) started in Queen’s Gambit Declined
Ragozin Defense. With the pieces getting
exchanged at regular interval the endgame with

Bishop and knight on both side came only in 35

moves where both the players were having equal

chances. Thejkumar missed a chance of
exchanging the knights to get the opposite color

bishop endgame. Aleksej then captured a pawn
which allowed him 2 passed pawns which made
Thejkumar resign after 54 moves.

Onthe 2nd board GM Kravtsiv Martyn (ELO 2583)
of ukrain playing white opted for Spanish opening
against GM Dzhumaev Marat (ELO 2492) of
Uzbekistan. Marat replied with Jaenisch Defense.
On 10 move Martyn denied castling to his
opponent forcing him to keep the King in the
center. Then there was a fire on all over the
board with both playing aggressiwely for victory.
On 29th move Marat captured a pawn with a
Rook, which was a blunder giving a decisive
advantage to his opponent and resigned in 38
moves.GM Deep Sengupta ( ELO 2572) and GM
Neelotpal Das (ELO 2458) agreed for a draw in
the game of Sicilian Defense Marocksy bind in
18 moves.



At the end of 8th round, Aleksandrov Aleksej
(ELO 2618) of Belarus was leading with 7 points
followed by 6 players with 6.5 points.With the
exception of IM Prasanna Rao (ELO 2418) and
IM Thejkumar M S (ELO 2450) all the games on
the top boards ended in draws.While on the 2nd
table IM K Rathnakaran (ELO 2386) and GM
Abhijit Kunte(ELO 2528) ended in a quick draw in
just 13 moves, GM S P Sethuraman (ELO 2529)
and GM Heberla Bartlomiej (ELO 2539) of Poland
agreed to share the point after 20 moves.

The attraction of the day was the game on the
top board where both GM Aleksandrov Aleksej
and GM Martyn Kravtsiv (ELO 2538) of Ukrain
were fighting hard to take the lead. The last
round leader top seed Aleksej Aleksandrov opted
for Spanish Berlin defense. The game was equally
tensed after the exchange of Queens. Both the
players played some superb moves of the Rooks
where both promoted their pawns to Queen.
After 53 moves both settled for a draw.

The game between IM Prasanna Rao and IM
Sahaj Grover (ELO 2514 ) was the only game
which lasted for more than 4 hrs. Playing with

black Sahaj opted for French defense. Sahaj
castled on the queenside and started a solid attack
of pawns on the Prasanna’s king.

Svidler wins World Cup

Ivanchuk grabs candidates place

Peter Svidler is the winner of the 2011 World Cup.On
September 19,2011 the Russian champion made a
draw in the fourth game of the match against
Alexander Grischuk, and won the main trophy This
victory is the highest achievement in the six-time
~ Russian champion's career. Svidler earned more rest
days with some fine wins with black against a very
tough sequence of opponents and this energy clearly
helped in the final. Svidler's opponents were: Lima,
MNguyen, Caruana, Kamsky, Polgar and Ponomariov
leading to the finalThe last round of the World Cup
ended without tie-breaks. Alexander Grischuk and
Vassily Ivanchuk advanced to the Candidates Tournament.Only Ruslan Ponomariov could not be
consoled — he played a very good tournament, but slipped in the end and did not get one of the main
prizes.

Both games started with the same scenario: one of the players is content with a draw, the other one
desperately needs a win. Alexander Grischuk selected a Hedgehog setup and was very happy about
his position. He even enjoyed a very rare time advantage. However, soon he caught up with Svidler on
the clock, and then ended up in his usual time trouble with one minute plus bonus seconds. Alexander
underestimated White's piece sacrifice, which gave Svidler two dangerous passed pawns in the center.
When Svidler played ib, it became clear that only White can hope to win in this game. However, the
grandmaster from Saint Petersburg took the most practical decision and forced a draw that gave him
the match victory.

The all-Ukrainian match for the third place was by no means less interesting for the spectators than
the final match. Especially because it could proceed to the tie-breaks, as Ivanchuk’s position looked
precarious. However, it was a lucky day for Ivanchuk. He defended an inferior ending and won the
match.

The Russian champion Peter Svidler made a draw in
the fourth game of the match against Alexander
Grischuk, and won the main trophy.Matalia «
Komarova, the Governor of Ugra, congratulated the
winner:"I am sincerely happy for the six-time
Russian champion and a wonderful sportsman Peter
Svidler! He played the entire tournament very
confidently and won a very difficult competition.
Another Russian grandmaster Alexander Grischuk
also deserves respect for his great skill and fighting
spirit. I have no doubt that these players will help
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Russia winning the Olympiad gold in 2012".

FIDE president Kirsan Ilyumzhinov thanked the
World Cup hosts for a very high level of organization,
and congratulated the winners: “Peter Svidler,
Alexander Grischuk, and Vassily Ivanchuk are
outstanding grandmasters of modern time, a true
creators at the board. I am glad for them and
sincerely wish them to show their best at the
Candidates Tournament, which will be played in the
end of 2012".

The last two months were very successful for Peter
Svidler, the wonderful grandmaster from 5t. Petersburg, — said Vassily Filipenko, the mayor of Ugra
and the president of Ugra Chess Federation. — In August he won the Russian championship for the
sixth time, and in September won his first World Cup. T am happy that he took such a prestigious
trophy on Ugra land, in our ultramodern Chess Academy. I wish Peter Svidler, Alexander Grischuk, and
Vassily Ivanchuk to achieve even more in future!”

The Sicilian Defense occurred in the last game of the final match. Grischuk suggested to continue the
opening discussion in the popular Najdorf Variation, which was started in the second game, but
Svidler was content with a draw in this game, so he made a less challenging third move, giving a check
from b5 with a bishop. This variation is notorious for its drawing tendencies, and if Grischuk wanted to
fight for more, he had to avoid exchanges, thus ceding White a lot of space. However, Svidler showed
little ambition in the opening, and allowed Black to get an easy game.

After the game Svidler said that he is a bit ashamed for cautious play early on. However, Peter
rehabilitated himself on the 26" move, sacrificing a knight for two pawns. Grischuk worked hard to
parry the threats, but allowed mass exchanges and had to accept a draw.In the 3™ place match Vassily
Ivanchuk was once again forced to defend an inferior position against Ruslan Ponomariov. Lengthy
defending was rewarded — eventually Ivanchuk made the desired draw, won the match 2,5"1,5, and
advanced to the Candidates Tournament.All the grandmasters noted a very high level of organization
of the World Cup.

The chess tournament that ended in Khanty-Mansiysk was in the center of attention of chess fans all
over the world. More than 100 players from 46 countries competed for the main trophy. Two Russian
players advanced to the final — the national champion Peter Svidler, and Alexander Grischuk. The 4-
game match ended in Svidler's favor.

The closing ceremony of the World Cup 2011 took
place in the Ogran Hall of the Ugra Classic concert and
theater center. The ceremony was attended by the
Deputy Governor of Ugra Ilya Petrov, the Mayor of
Khanty-Mansiysk Vassily Filipenko, and the FIDE Vice-
President Ilya Levitov. They congratulated the
finalists and wished them success in future
competitions.

Vassily Filipenko noted that Peter Svidler became first
Russian winner of the World Cup. "We all witnessed
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great games. I am very glad that the trophy remains in Russia, and remained even regardless of the
outcome of the final match. The tradition of inviting the strongest chess players to the Ugra capital
will continue, and next year we will host the Women World Championship” added Filipenko.

FIDE Vice-President Ilya Levitov thanked the players for their effort and shared his impressions about
the tournament organization. "I want to thank the Ugra Okrug and the organization committee for
excellent job. Their wonderful innovation with live video streaming in English and Russian made
watching the World Cup even more exciting. Good luck with your next projects!”

AICF Central Council Meet, New Delhi

— Finally some payments to officiating coaches of
the Indian chess team, an enhanced payments to
the arbiters of the game and an assurance of
greater transparency through making various
State Association more accountable. The Central
Council of All India Chess Federation which met on
30" September 2011 took some path breaking
decisions which will definitely serve as a boost to
the game in the country.

Till date, despite chess being a popular sport now
at the school level, the officiating coaches for the
* International events were not paid anything by

Bharat Singh, Secretary AICF, Pradeep Jain, Vice President AICF, - :
R.M Dongre, Treasurer AIGE the national federation and as such the more

serious trainers were not interested to be a part of any training regime that works to bring medals for
the country.

A payment to be made @ Rs. 2000 could perhaps serve as a perfect prelude to bringing in good
coaches under the AICF umbrella. A similar
decision was taken for the Arbiters of the game
who will see a 25% increase in their pay-package
starting January 2012.

Perhaps the best step forward was to make the
State Associations more accountable. As such it
has been made mandatory by the CCthat all State
Associations should maintain an informative
website and should conduct all the State
championships as per norms of AICF.

To encourage more International round-robin
events, the AICF has reduced the fee by 50%.
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Those who are interested in organizing the high level tournaments will now have to pay a fixed fee of
Rs. 75000/~ instead of the earlier Rs. 1.5 Lakhs.

The CC also gave permission to many players to come back in their fold. It was found that some
players were not registered under AICF and were participating in unauthorised tournaments.
Following apologies from quite a few of them, notably Joydeep Dutta, the AICF has cleared their
participation in official events.

AICF secretary Bharat Singh Chauhan also came up with suggestion of reduced entry fee for players
in open tournaments which are rampant in the country. It has been decided that a player will not pay
more than one percent of the total prize fund towards the entry fee. In other major steps, the CC has
proposed reduced registration fee if the age-group State level chess tournaments are FIDE rated.

The meeting was chaired by Mr. Pradeep Jain, Vice President AICF and Chairman, Parsvnath
Developrs Ltd. Notable guest included Grandmaster Dibyeyandu Barua, who is also Vice President in
AICF treasurer R M Dongre and members from 20 states chess associations.

Anwesh wins Buddhi International 2011

The only International Master in the event, Anwesh
Upadhyaya from India grabbed the 2nd Buddhi
International Championships convincingly scoring with 8.5
points out of 9 games yesterday. He, the top seed in the
event with an ELO of 2408 had only a draw against
Abhishek Das of India in through out the event. Anwesh
received Rs 60,000/- with the Beautiful Buddhi
* International Trophy and the Gold Medal.

The 2nd Buddhi International tournament which was
organized by the Buddhi School of Chess on behalf of the
Chess Federation of Sri Lanka and FIDE was a great success
with 220 odd players participating with 16 foreign players. The tournament was held from 7th to 11th
October 2011at the Apsara Hotel, Nittambuwa on Swiss System Basis over 9 rounds with a prize fund
around LKR 300,000/=. National Youth Council of Sri Lanka has supported the Buddhi School of Chess
in making the event a success. Abhishek Das of India became 1st Runner up with 7.5 points to win the
Silver Medal and LKR 40,000/= while TU Navin Kanna also from India won the Bronze medal with 7
points.

Manisha Sachini Gunaratne from Sirimavo Bandaranayake Balika Vidyalaya bagged the Women's
Championship of the Buddhi International for the 2nd consecutive year. She scored a total of 6.5
points to get the Gold medal, The trophy with LKR 10,000/-. Wimasha Premasiri (Furguson High
School Ratnapura) was 2nd to earn the Silver Medal with LKR 6,000/= while Neunika Methmani
(Anula Vidyalaya)won the 3rd place to get the Bronze medal with LKR 4,000/ =.

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Masters of the past-10 Mark Taimanov

Mark Evgenievich Taimanov,  bornon 7" February 1926, is a leading Soviet
and Russian chess player and concert pianist. He achieved the IM title in 1950
and the GM title in 1952. He enjoyed several tournament successes over his
lengthy career, particularly in the y ears 1950 to 1956, when he was considered
to be among the top ten players in the world. He was a World Championship
Candidate in 1953 and 1971.

He played in the Candidates Tournament in Zurich in 1953, where he tied for

eighth place.. He played in 23 USSR Chess Championships (a record equalle

by Efim Geller), tying for first place twice. In 1952 he lost the playoff match to

Mikhail Botvinnik, while in 1956, he beat Yuri Averbakh and Boris Spassky br the title. He is probably best
known for his 6-0 loss to Bobby Fischer in the 1971 World Championship Candidates match. Howeer, few
players have beaten six world champions (Botvinnik, Vasily Smyslov, Mikhail Tal, Tigran Petrosian, Spassky
and Anatoly Karpov) as Taimanov has.

After his loss to Fischer the Soviet government was embarrassed, and, as Taimanov later putitin a 2002
interview, found it “unthinkable” that he could have lost the match so badly to an American without a
“political explanation”.! Soviet officials took away Taimanov’s salary and no longer allowed him to tr avel
overseas. The official reason given for punishing Taimanov was that he had brought a book by Aleksandr
Solzhenitsyn into the country, but that explanation w as secondary in nature. The officials later “forgave”
Taimanov, and lifted the sanctions against him. Fischer's 6-0 win against Bent Larsen later in 1971 may
have helped change their minds.

He was Latvian Champion in 1949 and won the Leningrad Championship in 1948, 1950, 1951, 1961 (jointly)
and 1973. He still continues to play chess and has authored important opening works on the Dutch and
Nimzoindian Defences and the Reti Opening. In 1993 and 1994 he won the World Senior Championship. He
has opening variations named after him in the Sicilian Defence, Benoni Defence and Nimzo-Indian Defence.
He has written books on two of his named variations, as well as an autobiographical best games collection.

The Taimanov Variation can refer to variations of four different chess openings, all named after Mark
Taimanov:

What is certain, on the other hand, is that my life would have been at least twice as less interesting ! | am
happy that | was unable to choose between my two professions for my whole life. It had indeed a lot of
advantages: | got over failures much better than others, since | always a second occupation to fall back on.
It also gave me more inner freedom and allowed me to keep good relationships with my colleagues in both
worlds”.
