a) Each affiliated Association/Institution member of AICF shall be entitled to send one team for each championship. Additional team shall be treated as special entry and shall pay the special entry fee. 

b) The host Goa Chess Association is entitled to field one additional team in each Championship. 

c) Any club recommended by the respective AICF affiliated State Association can field a team for each championship by paying the special entry of Rs. 5,000/- per team. 

OTHER RULES & REGULATIONS: 

COMPOSITION OF THE TEAM: 

Each team (Men & Women shall consist of four players, one reserve player and one manager). The seeding of the teams will be done on the basis of average rating of the top 4 players. While sending entries, the names of all the players and their respective FIDE ratings, if any, should be given to enable the arbiters to arrive at the teams’ average rating for ranking purposes. These names and ratings should be reconfirmed in person at the Technical Meeting. 

REGISTRATION OF PLAYERS WITH AICF IS COMPULSORY: 

All participants should get their names registered with AICF. Registration forms will be available at the venue on payment of           Rs. 250/- for the year 2011-2012. No unregistered player will be allowed to participate in the tournament. If a player is already registered with AICF must show proof thereof. 

ENTIRES & ENTRY FEES: 

Normal Entry: Rs.3, 000/- 

Special Entry: Rs.5, 000/-

SYSTEM OF PLAY: 
The Tournament shall be played under the FIDE Laws of Chess. 

SESSION OF PLAY & TIME CONTROL: 
Team Swiss with a time control of 90 minutes each plus 30 seconds increment per move from move number One.
CHESS CLOCKS: 

Each team must provide at least two DGT chess clocks in working condition.

TIE BREAK: 

Latest tie breaking rules will be applied. 
ZERO MINUTE RULES: The “Zero tolerance” rules will be followed (i.e):”Any player who arrives at the chessboard after the start of the session shall lose the game. Thus the default time is zero minutes.

TOURNAMENT COMMITTEE: 

A tournament Committee consisting of Chief Arbiter, Hon Secretary of AICF or his representative, two members from different participating Associations and Secretary and two members of the Host Association shall be set up before commencement of the tournament. 
APPEALS COMMITTEE: 

Before the commencement of the Championship a five member committee of Appeal with two reserves shall also be formed from amongst the senior participants and officials present at the Technical meeting. All the five members and reserves will be from different states. No member of the committee shall vote on a dispute in which a player from as own unit is involved and in such cases the reserve members(s) shall take his/their places in the committee.

Travel to Panjim, a fascinating city of Goa, which mesmerizes tourists with its bounteous beauty and benevolent nature. Also known as Panaji, your Panjim travel will involve touring some of the fascinating tourists spots of Panjim. The town is studded with some exquisite Portuguese Baroque style buildings and brilliant old villas. One can find some fantastic government buildings along the riverside. With tourists spots like the Idalcao Palace, Our Lady of Immaculate Conception, Braganza Institute, Jama Masjid, Mahalaxmi Temple, the city entices people from all over the world.
Getting There
By Air : Goa is connected by flights from Mumbai, Bangalore, Cochin, Delhi, Chennai, Mangalore and Trivandrum. Gateway for Goa is Dabolim Airport 45 kms from  the city of Panaji. Taxi fare:Rs.500/-(one way approx)
By Rail : Panaji is connected with Mumbai, Delhi, Pune, Secunderabad, and Jaipur. Madgaon is the nearest railway station.Some trains stop at  Advance reservation can also be made at the Railway Out Agency at the Panaji Bus Terminus
By Bus:Paulo bus service ,Kadamba Transport Corporation runs various luxury buses from Mumbai ,Pune,Bangalore,Hyderabad to Panaji.

Tourist Attractions
Miramar Beach
Just 3 km from Panaji is the Miramar beach. The Miramar beach is one of the many beaches Goa boasts of. The long walks on the silvery sands of the Miramar are the best way to enjoy the beach. Further ahead there is the fishing village of Dona Paula around Panaji. The Dona Paula beach is a place that attracts several tourists. The Marine Biology Museum and Taxonomy Reference Center of the National Oceanography Institute is a must see while at the Dona Paula. The old Goa or the Golden Goa lies around Panaji and is a must see.

The Church Square
The Church Square is a fine illustration of the awesome Portuguese Baroque style. The Church of the Immaculate Conception is easily one of the most elegant and picturesque monuments in Goa. Built in 1541 AD, atop a high, symmetrical, crisscrossing stairway, the church is a white edifice topped with a huge bell that stands in between two delicate Baroque style towers 

The Idalcao or Adilshahi Palace
The Idalcao or Adilshahi Palace was rebuilt by the Portuguese Viceroy Jeronimo de Azevedo. It is part of the sequence of handsome buildings, which has now become the secretariat. At Cabo, on the western tip lies the Raj Niwas which was built in mud and laterite with beautifully landscaped gardens.

Fontainhas
The old district, Fontainhas, is to the west of the Queen River. It's an interesting area to walk around, with narrow street, title buildings with overhanging balconies and an atmosphere more reminiscent of the Mediterranean than of India. There are numerous little bars rarely visited by foreigners.
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Major Attractions

Calangute and Baga Beach (20 kms from Panjim city)
A favorite haunt of the Hippies, Calangute still attracts thousands of tourists. Though the beach is still active and the ‘Om Namah Shivai trance’ continues to linger; today, Calangute is a far cry from what it used to be. Baga formed a twin beach with Calangute, and therefore shares Calangute’s colourful past. Nestling close to the estuary, this beach has more character. 

Basilica of Bom Jesus
Built in 16th century is the most popular and famous of all churches in Goa. The mortal remains of St. Francis Xavier, kept in a silver casket, are enshrined here. This church dedicated to Infant Jesus is now a world Heritage Monument. 

Old Goa(15 kms)
Unlike the modern day Goa, Old Goa is more traditional, historic and has a unique cultural heritage. The early days of Old Goa are often described as Goa Dourada or Golden Goa. Huge churches, monastaries, cathedarals, monuments, nunneries and other Portuguese buildings are an evidence to the golden era of Goa.
