Age & Age Proof:
Participant should have been born on or after 01.01.1987. Players without age proof (which should be from Panchyat, Municipality or Corporation) will not be allowed to participate.  . In case of doubt, Tournament Committee has the right to refer any player for a due evaluation of age by competent medical experts and take decisions accordingly. The decision of the committee will be final and binding on the Participants. Protests, if any, should be lodged by the Coach or Manager, deputed by  State Chess Associations with a fee of Rs. 1000 (non-refundable) to the Chief Arbiter. Players refusing to take the  Medical tests shall be disqualified from the championship.
Eligibility:
Subject to age limit, following players can participate:
a) 4 players in each category from every affiliated State Association/Institution Member

Of AICF. If any association/Institution Member fails to send its quota, the vacancies so

Caused will not be filled.
b) Top 4 players each from 35th National Under-19 Chess Championship and 20th

National Under 19 Chess Championship for Girls held at Sivakasi in 2005, as seeded

Players in the same category subject to age stipulation.
c) Top 2 players from the last National Under-17 (Boys & girls) Chess Championship,

 as seeded players in respective category
d)The Winners of the last National munder-15 Chess.(boys & girls) championship.
e) The AICF Secretary has a discretionary seat in each category of the Championship.

f) Any other player who remits the prescribed special entry fee of Rs. 2400.
g) Current World Champion in any category.
h) Current National Champion in any higher category.
i) Mr. D.V. Sunder, Secretary, All India Chess Federation will permit. 4 players in each category from areas where no State Associations exists. 
j) The National Under-17 & Under-19 girls Champion are eligible to play in boys

Section.
k) The host association is entitled to field two additional players in each category.
l) The host association is entitled to field one additional player in each category in

case of odd number of entries.
Entry Fee:
Ordinary entry fee: Rs. 1000/-

Special Entry: Rs. 2400/-

There is 50% concession in the entry fee for participants from North Eastern States,

Andaman & Nicobar Islands, Jammu & Kashmir.

All entries including special entries should come through the concerned State Association/institution member of the AICF. However, the AICF will have the right to accept or reject any special entry without assigning any reason.

Late Fee:
The last date of receipt of entry is 15.08.2006. Entries received after the last date will

attract a late fee of Rs. 200/-. However, no entry will be entertained after 17.08.2006.
Lodging
Free lodging will be provided by the organizers to official entries plus one manager of each association only.
Prizes:
Total Cash Prize Fund for Boys: Rs. 62,500/-

Total Cash Prize Fund for Girls: Rs. 56,500/-
Tournament Committee: AICF or its representative, two members from different participating associations, Secretary and two members of the Delhi Chess Association will constitute the Tournament Committee.
System of play:
The championship will be a 11 round Swiss,  played as per FIDE laws of chess.
Chess Clock:
Each participating State Association must provide at least two clocks in working order for every 4 players entered into the championship.
Tie-break:
 Progressive score Tie break system will be applied.
Protest:
Protest, if any, against the decision of the Chief Arbiter shall be made in writing with a

Protest  fee of Rs. 500/- within one hour of the occurrence of the incident. The protest fee

will be refunded, if the appeal is upheld.
Appeals Committee:
Before the commencement of the tournament, a five member Appeals Committee with 2

Reserves shall be formed from amongst the senior participants and officials present at the

Manager’s meeting to be held at the venue on the Inaugural day. All the members and

reserves shall be from the different States. No member of the Committee can vote on

dispute  in which a player from his own state is involved and in such case the reserves

shall take his place in the committee.
Disqualification:
No participant will leave the venue before the Prize Distribution function without the

permission of the Chief Arbiter. The participants disregarding the rule will be suspended

for one year.
Interpretation:
On any point not covered under these rules, the decision of the Tournament Committee shall be final and binding on all. The Tournament Committee has every right to make any addition or amendment to these rules, without notice. Such changes will, however be displayed in the tournament hall.
AICF Registration:
AICF Registration is compulsory for all participants, if not already done. Participants

should submit the forms( available at the venue) with photograph and Rs. 250/- for

Registration.
